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Forarsudstillingen 2014

Forarsudstillingen er en af de vigtigste abne, censurerede udstillinger i
Europa, og har siden 1857 vaeret et af hojdepunkterne i Charlottenborgs
arsprogram. Kunsthallen danner igen i &r rammerne for Forarsudstillingen,
der traditionen tro byder ind med en bred vifte af genrer indenfor kunst,
arkitektur og design.

Forarsudstillingen 2014 modtog kunstneriske bidrag fra 696 ansggere, hvoraf
49 kunstnere fra hele verden har faet muligheden for at udstille for et interna-
tionalt publikum. Flere kunstnere er fra Danmark og Nordeuropa, men arets
udstilling rummer ogsa bidragsydere fra lande som Brasilien, Canada og
New Zealand. Bag de i alt 73 veerker star deltagere med vidt forskellige bag-
grunde og erfaringer, nogle med laengere udstillingshistorie i ryggen, andre
som spirende talenter. Kunstnernes alder spaender ogsa vidt: den yngste er
fodt i 1990 og den zeldste i 1955.

Veerkerne pa Forarsudstillingen 2014 er udvalgt af en international jury
bestaende af kurator Esperanza Rosales (US/NO), kunstner Malene Land-
green (DK), kunstner Jonas Raam (SE), arkitekt Morten Meldgaard (DK) og
designer Marie-Louise Kristensen (DK).

Juryen betragter primeert Forarsudstillingen som tilsynekomstflade for nye
tendenser og talenter. Som sadan skal den ikke vaere skarpt kurateret, men
snarere tage form af sine konstituerende enkeltdele: de udvalgte veerker, der
alle er af hgj kvalitet og originalitet, og som tilbyder spsendende indsigter og
vinkler pa verden og kunsten.

Foruden selve veerkudveelgelsen har juryen nomineret ti kunstnere til arets
tre jurypriser: den nationale solopris, den internationale solopris og den
seerlige jurypris ved Helle & Arenth Jacobsens Legat til fordel for unge kunst-
nere. Arets vindere er markeret i dette katalog og vil blive naevnt under taler
pa ferniseringsaftenen. Med juryprisen folger et beleb pa 10.000 kroner, og
med solopriserne felger en invitation til at udstille i et eget rum pa neeste ars
Forarsudstilling.

Modtagerne af sidste ars nationale og internationale solopriser blev Anne Ha-
aning (DK/UK) og Camilla Vuorenmaa (FIN). Pa arets udstilling findes derfor
soloudstillinger med nyskabte veerker af de to kunstnere. Anne Haanings vi-
deoinstallation Delete er placeret pa Mezzaninen, mens Camilla Vuorenmaas
traesnit og malerier er praesenteret i Antechamber-udstillingsrummet.

The Spring Exhibition 2014

The Spring Exhibition is one of Europe’s most important juried exhibitions,
and since 1857 has been one of the annual highlights of Charlottenborg’s
exhibition programme. Once again Kunsthal Charlottenborg is hosting The
Spring Exhibition, and true to tradition the exhibition presents a wide range of
art, architecture and design works.

The Spring Exhibition 2014 received entries from 696 applicants, of whom
49 artists from around the world have been given the opportunity to exhibit
for an international audience. There are artists from Denmark and northern
Europe, but the exhibition also presents works by artists from countries like
Brazil, Canada and New Zealand. Behind the total of 73 works are partici-
pants with very different backgrounds and experience - some of them with a
long professional track record, others talented newcomers. The artists also
range widely in age: the youngest was born in 1990, and the oldest in 1955.

The works in The Spring Exhibition 2014 are selected by an international
jury consisting of the curator Esperanza Rosales (US/NO), the artist Malene
Landgreen (DK), the artist Jonas Raam (SE), the architect Morten Meldgaard
(DK) and the designer Marie-Louise Kristensen (DK).

The jury sees The Spring Exhibition as an opportunity to see new develop-
ments and spot new talent. As such, the exhibition is not strictly curated,

but instead shaped by the elements that comprise it. The works selected all
represent high artistic quality and originality, and offer interesting insights and
angles on art and the worlds in which it is created.

As well as selecting the works for the exhibition, the jury has also nominates
artists for The National Solo Award, The International Solo Award, and the ju-
ry’s special award of Helle & Arenth Jacobsen’s Grant for Young Artists. This
year’s award winners are named in this catalogue, and will be announced in
speeches on the opening night of the exhibition. The jury award is accompa-
nied by 10,000DKK, and the solo awards are accompanied by an invitation to
the artists to exhibit in their own room at The Spring Exhibition next year.

The recipients of last year’s national and international solo awards were
Anne Haaning (DK/UK) and Camilla Vuorenmaa (FIN). This year’s exhibi-
tion therefore presents solo exhibitions of new works by both artists. Anne
Haaning’s video installation Delete is shown in the Mezzanine, whilst Camilla
Vuorenmaa’s woodcuts and paintings are presented in the Antechamber
exhibition space.

Jury Statement
Forarsudstillingen 2014

Pa vegne af juryen er det en forngjelse at byde velkommen til Forarsudstil-
lingen 2014.

Da vi forst gik ind i dette forlgb, gjorde vi os ikke blot overvejelser om,
hvordan man bedst kunne bevare og viderefgre en 157 ar lang tradition, men
ogsa hvordan man kan omplante en arligt tilbagevendende begivenhed med
redder i en anden tid til en nutidig sammenhzeng.

Af disse grunde var der stor interesse for at foretage en sa selektiv udveel-
gelse som muligt, for derigennem at opbygge en meget solid udstilling.
Juryens medlemmer stod delt pa spergsmalet om, hvor tematisk styret en
sadan udvaelgelse skulle veere, og hvor stringent sadanne betingelser skulle
overholdes, men vi var enige om at holde vores udvaelgelseskriterier inden
for noje afgraensede rammer, som ville tillade os at skabe en udstilling med
bade fokus og dybde, ogsa selv om der ikke forela en overordnet kuratorisk
preemis.

Under forlgbet begyndte vi at bemaerke visse feellestraek i arbejdet; der var
en tendens til at foretraekke staerkt abstrakte veerker, samtidig med at der
undertiden blev medtaget saerdeles steerke veerker, der gor brug af mere
traditionelle medier sdsom maleri og tekstil.

Blandt de mere abstrakte vaerker fandt vi den prisvindende (Den nationale
solopris) Valérie Collarts monokromatiske fotografier af skulpturer bade
dragende og sofistikerede i al deres afvabnende flade fremtoning, i deres
tonalitet, uigennemskuelighed, og evne til at fremmane en skulpturel tilstede-
veerelse pa et todimensionelt billedplan.

Som modszetning hertil fremstar totalinstallationen af Maja Qvarnstrom &
Erik Lagerwall (som i gvrigt har vundet Den internationale solopris) helt til
stede og i fuld skala: her ses et tredimensionelt miljo udfert i 1:1; et veerk,
der er ambitigst i savel omfang som indhold.

| udveelgelsesforlgbet gjorde vi os bestraebelser pa at inkludere unge og
internationale positioner. Heriblandt er vi meget glade for at kunne medtage
et vaerk af Juryprisvinderen Lotte Rose Kjeer Skau, hvis videoveerk How

To Get Somewhere fra 2012 sammensmelter arkivoptagelser — fra en
undervisningsfilm fra 1972, der viser en gruppe dansere, der dannede deres
egen trup efter at veaere blevet naegtet optagelse af Det Kongelige Teater i
Danmark — med overraskende og radikalt anderledes indskudte animerede
og hajtoploste billedsekvenser, der tilsammen danner et arytmisk lydbillede,
som sammensmelter en raekke forskellige elementer; herunder bl.a. lyden af
dansernes fodder, der rammer gulvet.

Afslutningsvis vil vi gerne fremhzaeve, at vi foler os meget inspirerede af det
veerkudvalg, vi her ser, og vi vil gerne takke Charlottenborg Fonden for at
betro os ansvaret med at udveelge veerkerne. Vi er gaet til opgaven med stor
omhu og respekt for at viderefere hvad der stadig, nu pa sit 157. ar, fremstar
som en veesentlig kunstnerbaret tradition, der fortjener at blive fastholdt som
en institution i sig selv.

Jury Statement
Spring Exhibition 2014

On behalf of the jury, it is a pleasure to welcome you to the 2014 edition of
the Spring Exhibition.

When entering into this process, we thought about not only about how best
to approach preserving the legacy of a 157 year-old tradition, but also how to
bring an annual event, with foundations in another time, into a contemporary
moment.

For all the reasons considered, there was an interest in making as tight a
selection of works as possible to construct a very solid exhibition. The jury
was split over how thematic this should be and how strictly to adhere to this
premise, but agreed to keep our criteria for selecting works within a strict
margin of what would allow us to create a focused exhibition—with depth,
from the works submitted, albeit in the absence of a curatorial premise.

During this process, we started to notice tendencies amongst ways of work-
ing, leaning towards heavily abstracted works, as well the unexpected inclu-
sion of very strong works that make use of more traditional mediums, such
as painting and textiles.

Towards the more abstract works we found National Solo Award Winner
Valérie Collart’s monochromatic photographs of sculptures to be intrigu-
ing and sophisticated for their seemingly, disarming flatness, their tonality,
obliqueness, and ability to image sculptural presence on a two-dimensional
plane.

By contrast, the immersive installation by Maja Qvarnstrém & Erik Lagerwall
(winners of the International Solo Award) exists fully and to scale—a three-
dimensional environment, in 1:1 that is ambitious in both scale and scope.

Throughout the process of selection, there was an effort to include young,
international positions. Among these, we are happy to include work by Jury
Award Winner Lotte Rose Kjeer Skau, whose video work, How To Get Some-
where, 2012, melds archival footage from a 1972 training video of dancers
that self-organized to form their own troupe in the countryside after being
rejected as applicants for the National Theater in Denmark—with surprising
and strikingly different interjections of animated and high-definition footage,
forming a breakbeat audioscape from various elements including the sound
of dancer’s feet hitting the floor.

In closing, we feel inspired by the present selection, and thank the Charlot-
tenborg Fonden for trusting us with the responsibility of selection, a process
that we treated with great care, and have great respect for, in consideration
of upholding what remains, in its 157th year, an important artist-led tradition
worthy of encouraging to remain an institution in its own right.

Den nationale solopris 2013

Den danske kunstner Anne Haaning modtog sidste ar juryens nationale
solopris for veerket How to Other (2012). | trdd med Forarsudstillingens tra-
dition, er Haaning derfor blevet betroet frie kunstneriske tajler i et eget rum i
Kunsthal Charlottenborgs historiske udstillingssale.

Delete lyder titlen pa Anne Haanings nyskabte bidrag til arets udstilling.
Veerket er en storre videoinstallation, der tager sit tematiske udgangspunkt i
forestillingen om og samspillet mellem to typer hukommelse: den menneske-
lige og den digitale. Med veerket onsker kunstneren at etablere en situation,
hvor publikum kropsligt som mentalt fanges i og geres usikre pa overgangen
mellem den menneskelige bevidstheds subjektive erindring og de elektro-
niske mediers objektive lagring. P4 samme made som Delete rent mate-
rialemaessigt forener det fysiske med det virtuelle, konfronterer veerket den
besogende med en hybridiseret hukommelsesform, der leegger sig mellem
det menneskelige og det digitale.

Veerkets kontorstole er taenkt som et interaktivt modstykke til de traditionelle
udstillingsbaenke. Stolene fungerer for publikum som mobile redigerings- el-
ler klipperedskaber til videomaterialet, der samtidigt viser forskellige digitale
afbildninger af stolene. Herigennem sager Anne Haaning at bygge bro
mellem det konkrete og afgraensede rum, som vaerket er installeret i, og det
uhandgribelige og uendelige univers, der udfolder sig i projektionerne.

Delete peger pa, hvor gennemgribende og flydende vores forhold til den
digitale verden er blevet; hvordan vores opfattelse af repraesentation, rum-
lighed og virkeligheden i det hele taget ikke blot begraenser sig til det fysiske
og sansbare, men ogsa er gjort af de erfaringer, som vi gor os i det digitales
virtuelle sfeere.

"At slette og at glemme savel som at gemme og at huske synes unaegteligt at
veere forbundet. | en tid, der er praeget af vores voksende afhaengighed af di-
gital lagring (og bivirkningerne deraf), spiller jeg disse menneskelige og digi-
tale faenomener ud mod hinanden og sporger til hvad der sker nar vi erstatter
menneskelige kapaciteter med objektive data. Er der mere ved det at huske
end at gemme, og mere ved at glemme end at slette?” (Anne Haaning)

The National Solo Award 2013

The Danish artist Anne Haaning received the jury’s national solo award for
the work How to Other (2012). In keeping with the tradition of The Spring Ex-
hibition, Haaning has therefore been given free artistic rein in her own room
in the historical exhibition halls of Kunsthal Charlottenborg.

Delete is the title of Anne Haaning’s newly created contribution to this year’s
exhibition. The work is a large video installation based on the interaction
between two types of memory: the human and the digital. Through the work,
the artist strives to create a situation in which the audience is physically and
mentally caught in and made unsure of the transition between the subjective
memory of human consciousness, and the objective storage of the digital.
Materially, Delete unites the physical and the virtual, and in this way con-
fronts the viewer with a hybrid form of memory that lies between the human
and the digital.

The spinning chairs in the work are intended to provide an interactive
counterpart to the traditional benches in exhibitions. For the audience, the
chairs function as mobile devices of editing the video material, which incor-
porates a range of digital representations of the chairs. Anne Haaning uses
these elements to bridge the concrete, defined space in which the work is in-
stalled with the intangible and infinite universe that unfolds in the projections.

Delete underlines how pervasive and blurred our relationship with the digital
world has become: how our perception of representation, space and reality
isn’t only limited to the tropes of the physical and sensory, but also evolves
from what we experience in the digital sphere.

“Delete and forgetting as remembering and saving seem to be unavoidably
linked. In a time that is marked by our growing dependence on digital storage
(and its side effects thereof) I'm on a quest to investigate what happens
when we replace our human capacity of remembering and forgetting with
objectivised data. Is there perhaps more to remembering than storing, and
more to forgetting than deleting?” (Anne Haaning)

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Den internationale solopris 2013

Forarsudstillingens internationale solopris gik sidste ar til finske Camilla
Vuorenmaa, der havde skabt en raekke storskalerede og rat udferte treesnit.
Kunstneren har valgt at udnytte den tildelte soloudstilling til at praesentere
publikum for en serie bestdende af en kombination af nye signifikante treesnit
og farvefulde malerier.

Camilla Vuorenmaa har fundet inspiration til veerkserien Dreamers under et
nyligt residencyophold i Mexico. Serien tager afseet i bade kunstnerens egne
oplevelser under opholdet savel som en reekke mexicanske fotografier, nogle
af dagligdagsscenarier, andre fra perioder med krig. Eksempelvis portraet-
terer traesnittet A man on the crossroads kunstnerens velhavende, excen-
triske og ifelge nogle smaskere nabo under opholdet, mens maleriet Dia de
Muertos forestiller en scene fra en lokal gravplads pa den vigtige mexicanske
helligdag De Dodes dag, hvor de afdede bliver mindet og fejret.

Fra et rent materialemaessigt perspektiv leegger Camilla Vuorenmaas
karakteristiske traesnit op til flere interessante overvejelser. Traditionelt set
har treesnittet haft en sekundzer rolle som redskab til udarbejdelsen af det
endelige kunstneriske produkt, det grafiske papirtryk. Hos Vuorenmaa trans-
formeres treesnittet fra at udgoere et processuelt led med en udelukkende
brugsmeessig veerdi til at beere en egen aestetisk kvalitet. Ved at bremse
den kunstneriske proces og lade os dveele ved treesnittenes ra og neesten
ufeerdige udtryk, laegger veerkerne op til en diskussion af relationen mellem
kopi og original, mellem brugsgenstande og kunst.

Derudover kan Camilla Vuorenmaas dyrkelse af handvaerksmaessige
eksperimenter gennem stemmejernets grove og ofte uforudsigelige spor i

de blgde, sammenlimede fyrretreesplanker betragtes som et modstykke til

en generel udvikling i tidens visuelle kultur, hvor bestraebelsen efter stadig
hojere billedoplosninger, brugen af avancerede veerktgjer til omredigering og
muligheden for gjeblikkelig deling er blevet en selvfalge. Med sin bevidste
genindfgrsel af naturmaterialer som genstand for aestetiske undersogelser og
tematiske vekslen mellem egne oplevelser og fundne historiske fotografier,
skaber Camilla Vuorenmaa en bade materiale- og indholdsmeessig dialog
mellem nutiden og det forgange.

The International Solo Award 2013

The Spring exhibition Solo Award 2013 was awarded to the Finnish artist
Camilla Vuorenmaa, who had created a series of large-scale, roughly hewn
woodcuts. The artist has chosen to use the solo exhibition she has been
awarded to present a combined series of new, significant woodcuts and
colourful paintings.

Camilla Vuorenmaa has drawn inspiration for the works in Dreamers from her
recent residency in Mexico. The series is based on the artist’s own experi-
ences during her time in Mexico, as well as a series of Mexican photographs,
some of them everyday scenes, and others from periods of war. The woodcut
A man on the crossroads portrays the artist’s wealthy, eccentric - and accord-
ing to some slightly mad - neighbour in Mexico, whilst the painting Dia de
Muertos depicts a scene from a local cemetery on the major Mexican holiday
Day of the Dead, when the dead are remembered and celebrated.

From a purely material perspective, Camilla Vuorenmaa’s characteris-

tic woodcuts inspire several interesting considerations. Traditionally, the
woodcut has played a secondary role as a tool in creating the actual work

of art — the graphic print on paper. In the work of Vuorenmaa, the woodcut

is transformed from being part of the process with a purely functional value,
to having an aesthetic quality in its own right. By halting the artistic process,
and inviting us to linger on the raw and almost incomplete expressiveness of
the woodcut, the works lead to a discussion of the relationship between copy
and original, between utility and art.

In addition, Camilla Vuorenmaa’s experiments with the rough and often
unpredictable traces of the chisel in the soft, glued pine planks can be seen
to provide a contrast to the general development of contemporary visual
culture, where the need to create increasingly high resolutions and use ad-
vanced tools to re-edit and instantly share images are taken for granted. With
her conscious reintroduction of natural materials as the subject for her aes-
thetic investigations, and through the thematic alternation between her own
experiences and historic found photographs, Camilla Vuorenmaa creates a
dialogue in both material and content between the present and the past.
