The art work
consists of a barricade of the windows with
more than 3500 life jackets collected from
refugees on the Greek 1sland of Lesbos.

Soleil Levant takes 1ts name from Claude
Monet’s Impression, Soleil levant, a
painting from 1872 depicting the Le
Havre port following the conclusion of
the Franco-Prussian war. The landscape
painting captures the political and social
reality ofhistime, with cranes, steamboats,
and smokestacks as evidence of the
revitalizationandindustrialization ofpost-
war France.

A1 Weiwetr’s Soleil Levant captures the
political and social reality of today.
According to the UNHCR, between 2015
and 2016, 1,377,349 people arrived in
Europe via sea. During this period, over
8,000 people have died or disappeared
attempting this journey.
