De udstillende kunstnere udtrykker sig i et veeld af materialer
og formater, fra fotografi og skulptur over lyd og performance
til maleri, video og tegning. Som besggende kan man bade
mgde spor af nymfer, tenniscitroner og smgrheste, dykke ned i
aktuel fortid og fremstillinger af natur samt stgde pa tro, mgrke
og minder. Der er kunstnere, som fordeler sig i flere rum og
dermed laegger op til samtaler mellem udstillingssalene,

mens andre udfolder deres vaerk fra ét stasted eller gennem
performances i Igbet af udstillingsperioden. Der er ingen
feelles tematik, men arets afgangsudstilling baerer preeg

af steerke udsagn med rolige og subtile stemmer. Det

naesten usynlige og det naesten uhgrlige findes som et lag i
udstillingen. Men bag denne umiddelbare ro ligger en kraft,

en omsorg og en styrke, der maske peger pa en brydningstid,
hvor der kan skabes nye formuleringer og strukturer.

Kunsthal Charlottenborg and the Royal Danish Academy of
Fine Arts, Schools of Visual Arts jointly welcome all visitors to
Afgang 2020 — the annual MFA Degree Show that presents how
twenty-eight artistic practices take shape in our present time.

Marking the end of six years of study for the graduating artists,
Afgang 2020 comprises a series of individual works of art carried
forward by a new generation of visual artists. At the same time, it is a
group exhibition in which works mutually influence each other, enter
into dialogue, colliding and collectively reflecting our present time
and the world around us.

The exhibiting artists express themselves by means of a wealth of
materials and formats, ranging from photography and sculpture over
sound and performances to painting, video and drawing. Visitors
will find traces of nymphs, tennis lemons and butter horses, meet

the past and representations of nature, and encounter faith, darkness
and memories. A few artists artists spread out across several rooms,
thereby creating conversations that extend from one room to another,
but most present their work in one single location or through
performances during the opening and exhibition period. While

there is no common, overarching theme, this year’s degree show is
nevertheless characterised by strong statements made in calm and
subtle voices. The almost invisible and the almost inaudible forms a
layer extending throughout the exhibition. But beneath this apparent
calm lies a force, a care and a strength that may point ahead to a time
of upheaval where new articulations and structures can be created.
